Contact the tutor of the course by phone or email. 
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Is that ‘rebate’ as good as it sounds? We often see products advertised with a rebate offered. These sound pretty 
good but …. There are other ways of obtaining a ‘discount’ so do a little checking first. 

1. Is there a cheaper/better deal elsewhere without the rebate? Check this out, especially for security products  -  the 
total package may be better if you pay more initially. 

2. Does the company have a good track record for rebates? Ask around to see if others have used them. Check with 
your usual supplier, they often know the ‘real oil’ on rebates. And of course, check the company online  - there 
may be postings from other satisfied/dissatisfied customers. 

If you decide to go ahead with the rebate offer, make sure you follow the instructions EXACTLY. Keep copies of eve-
rything you send away. Send all documents by certified mail and request a return receipt. 

The rebate can take some time to come through so be prepared to wait. This where initial checking of the deal is use-
ful  -  is a delay of several weeks for the ‘discount’ better than a dearer initial option with other benefits? 

Rebates can and do work, but homework prior to purchase is better for your peace of mind (and wallet) than anguish 
later.  
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From time to time throughout the year SeniorNet members are offered special prices and/or terms for a 
number of products and services. You can keep up with these by visiting either our own website or the 
SeniorNet National Federation website. 

In some cases, the more members who take up the offers the better the terms, in others it is a straight 
discount arranged mainly by the Federation. 

Make the most of your membership by checking out these offers as they come along  -  we will also 
keep you posted via the newsletter and on the website. At times, a direct mail out will inform you of a 
particular offer.
