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A couple of months back I talked of alternative programs for word processing. Now I am 
trying out another (writing this article on it). The problem originally was that I was using MS 
Word 2000 and was frustrated with its incompatibility, even with an update patch. I found the 
free alternatives such as Open Office O.K. but with some reservations. However, Ashampoo 
had their Office 2008 on a special (US$4.99, reduced from US$59.99). It was very easy to 
download, has a great multilanguage spellcheck and thesaurus, and has a familiar and very 
easy to use layout. The big plus is its compatibility and functions such as making PDFs. The 
suite also comes with spreadsheet and presentation functions (similar to and compatible with 
Powerpoint). The whole suite is just 71MB which is a small fraction of MS WordÕs size. It 
hasnÕt got the ribbon of Word 2007 but I can live with that. I just want an efficient easy to use 
highly compatible program, and I think I have found it.

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 Time Required: Cleaning a flat screen (LCD) monitor usually takes less than five minutes. 

Here's How: 
1.      Turn off the monitor. If the screen is dark, 

it will be easier to see the areas that are 
dirty or oily. 

2.      Use a dry, soft cloth and very gently wipe 
the screen. A great choice would be the 
microfibre type of cloth used to clean 
eyeglasses. See Tip #1 below for kinds of 
cloths to avoid. 

3.      If the dry cloth did not completely remove 
the dirt or oil, do not press harder in an attempt to scrub it off. Pushing directly on 
the LCD screen can often cause pixels to burn out. 

4.      If necessary, dampen the cloth with distilled water or with an equal ratio of 
distilled water to white vinegar. See Tip #2 below for products to avoid. 
Many companies also sell small spray bottles of special cleaner for flat screen 
monitors but the vinegar mixture is usually just as effective. 

5.      The plastic edge that surrounds the screen can be cleaned with any multipurpose 
cleaner but take care to avoid contact with the screen itself. 

Tips: 

1.      Avoid using paper towels, toilet paper, tissue paper, or something like your 
shirt to wipe the LCD screen. These non-ultra soft materials can easily scratch the 
screen. 

2.      Avoid cleaning products that contain ammonia, ethyl alcohol, acetone, toluene, 
ethyl acid, or methyl chloride. These chemicals can react with the materials that the 
LCD screen is made of which could yellow the screen or cause other kinds of 
damage. 

3.      Never spray liquid directly on the LCD screen or it could run inside the monitor 
and cause damage.

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A convenient feature of Mac OS X is its built-in spell checker, used by most Apple programs. 
You can add words to OS XÕs built-in dictionaries (or, described more accurately, add words 
to a supplemental custom dictionary that OS X will also reference when checking spelling), 
by right-clicking on a flagged-as-misspelled word and choosing the option to learn that word.   
The problem, however, is that once youÕve added words to OS XÕs dictionary, thereÕs no way 
to edit those additions.   
AM SoftwareÕs free Dictionary Cleaner 1.5  (find it through Google) is a simple utilityÑ
actually a System Preferences paneÑ that provides basic dictionary-editing capabilities. Open 
the pane, choose the dictionary you want to edit  and Dictionary Cleaner shows a list of all 
words youÕve added, sorted alphabetically. 
Select a word and click on Edit to edit that entry, or click on Delete to remove it completely. 
You can also use Dictionary Cleaner to add new words to your spelling dictionary; just click 
on Add and type the new word.  
!
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 You can easily fill a series of cells with consecutive numbers or dates in Excel. Click in a 
cell and enter the data.  Move the mouse pointer to the bottom right of the cell to get a small 
cross called Fill Handle. Click and drag across or down the cells you want to fill.

This applies to all computer users  and to  all operating systems 
Phishing is a type of deceptive email or message designed to get you to divulge and steal 
your valuable personal data, such as credit card numbers, account IDs, or passwords, other 
account data and passwords, or other personal or financial information. 
You might see a phishing scam: 
! In email messages, even if they appear to be from a co-worker or someone you know. 
Emails ÒfromÓ address are very easy to forge. 
! On your social networking Web site.  
! On a fake Web site that accepts donations for charity or offers to help victims of a 
recent catastrophe. 
! On Web sites that spoof familiar sites using slightly different Web addresses (typo- 
squatting or cyber-squatting) hoping you to fool you - or that you won't notice. 
! In your instant messaging program. ! On your cell phone or other mobile device.  
! On your home telephone 
However, often most phishing scams rely on getting you to click links in email messages. 
These messages often seem to come from a service that you trust, like your bank, credit card 
company, or social networking site. The links often lead to Web sites that look identical to 
sites you know and trust. Sometimes, unless you look at the address in your browser"s 
address bar, you cannot tell these cloned sites to the real site. That's why it's so important that 
you never click links in suspicious emails, even if the emails appear to be from someone you 
know and trust. Email headers and "from" addresses can be easily forged even by those who 
are not computer experts. It's a very simple thing to do. 
Here are a few phrases to look for in email messages that practically scream out "this is a 
phishing scam": 
! "Verify your account." Legitimate businesses never ask you to send passwords, login 
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names, or other personal information via email. 
! If you receive an e-mail message from Microsoft asking you to update your credit card 
information, do not respond: this is a phishing scam. 
! "You have won the lottery." The lottery scam is a common phishing scam known as 
"advanced fee" fraud. The most common form of this type of fraud is a message that claims 
that you have won a large sum of money, or that a person will pay you a large sum of money 
for little or no work on your part. If you didn't buy an entry to a lottery, you could not have 
won a lottery, could you? Common sense should be 
your guide here. 
! "If you don't respond within 48 hours, your 
account will be closed." The sense of urgency that 
these messages convey tries to induce you to respond 
immediately without thinking. Never click without 
thinking. Use the common sense you apply everyday 
in your normal life to the Internet - and especially 
email. 
In another version of this, an email message might 
claim that your immediate response is required 
because your account may have been compromised. 
! "You have been doing illegal things on the Internet" 
This type of phishing email may appear to have come from your ISP or even from the police 
or other authorities. Police aren't going to notify you by email that you've been doing illegal 
things. TheyÕd be at your door with a search warrant. Your ISP isn't going to write you about 
your illegal activities, they're going to notify the authorities who will then appear at your door 
with a search warrant. Think! Even if you have been doing illegal things with your computer 
- which IÕm sure you haven't, you're not going to be notified by email that you've been 
caught. Think about it. Why would the police tip you off first? 
! "Your ISP is going to suspend your account" 
Oh really? It's not even from my ISP - and even if it appeared to be, my ISP is not going to 
notify me by email. They have my home address and phone number. Think! Don't fall for this 
one. 
You can defeat any phishing scam with nothing more than just using your head Ð think about 
it before you act. To make things a little easier download a good anti-phishing, fraudulent 
Web-site detecting toolbar like "Web of Trust" - it's free and you can get it from 
www.mywot.com - it works in both Internet Explorer and  Firefox. It won't (and cannot) 
provide you 100% protection, no software is foolproof - but combined with your good 
common sense Web 0f Trust can alert you to potential dangers.

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    You should never remove a program from your computer by just deleting it.   Doing so 
may make your computer unstable.   Instead É.. go to Control Panel, click on Add or 
Remove programs, highlight the one you wish to remove in the list that appears and click 
remove. 
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 You can adjust the blink rate of your cursor and its width on screen. These options can help 
make the cursor easier to see on screen or less distracting for people who have vision or 
seizure disorder accessibility needs. This procedure tells you how to set the cursor width and 
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blink rate through Accessibility Options in the Control Panel. 

Click On Start then Control Panel 
In Control Panel be sure you are in Classic View (all Control Panel icons are showing). 
If not, under Control Panel in the left pane, select Switch to Classic View. 
Select Accessibility Options. 
In the Accessibility Options dialog box, select the Display tab. 
On the Display tab in the Cursor Options area: 
 Adjust the Blink Rate by moving the slider left for slower, right for faster. 
 Adjust the Width  by moving the slider left for narrower, right for wider. 
Click OK to save your settings and close the dialog box. 
Close the Control Panel. 
 
 
For Vista use these instructions. 
Click On Start then Control Panel 
In Control Panel be sure you are in Classic View (all Control Panel icons are showing). 
If not, under Control Panel in the left pane, select Switch to Classic View. 
Select Ease Of Access

Click Keyboard Settings. (Near the bottom) 
On the Speed tab, under cursor blink rate adjust the Cursor Blink Rate by moving the 
slider from NONE to Fast.  Note the blinking cursor at the left of the dialog box will change 
as you make adjustments.
